General Precautions

This section describes the requirements your site must meet for safe installation and operation o

Environmental
When planning your site layout and equipment locations, keep in mind the following precautions to
prevent equipment failures and reduce the possibility of environmentally caused shutdowns. If yo
experiencing shutdowns or unusually high errors with your existing equipment, these precaution
help you isolate the cause of failures and prevent future problems.

• Always follow the electrostatic discharge prevention procedures described in the installation g
to avoid damage to equipment.

• Make sure the chassis cover is secure. The chassis is designed to allow cooling air to flow effec
within it. An open chassis allows air leaks, which could interrupt and redirect the flow of cooling
from internal components.
