System Requirements

The Cisco IPeXchange Monitor can be accessed from any computer, including a PC,
Macintosh, or UNIX workstation, that supports an HTML version 2 web browser, such as
NetScape 2.0 or higher. This computer can be located anywhere on a network, as long as
you can access the Cisco IPeXchange Internet Gateway through an IP connection.

The Cisco IPeXchange Monitor is part of the Cisco IPeXchange Internet Gateway. The
recommended configuration is one NetWare server and one Cisco IPeXchange Internet
Gateway per IPX network.

Starting the Cisco IPeXchange Monitor and Logging In

Follow these steps to start the monitor and log in:

Step1 Launch your web browser.
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Step 2 Enter the Cisco IPeXchange Internet Gateway URL or IP address in the location
field:

http:// 1J-gateway-hostname-or-1P-address

The monitor Login window should appear.

The Access Manager provides access 10 all of the components of access controls.

Access Controls

Arccess conteols set conditons on the connections that users can make throngh the IPeXchange gatewray.
“hen the gatevway receives a connection request, it esaluates wwhether e connecton is permitted or
denied according o the setof access controls that apply 1o the vser making the conmection request.

& 3ite access contools apply to connections made by any vser who is not a member of & grovp.

® Croup access controls apply 1o a specified set of veers. If & vzer iz a member of & group, the
gronp access contols--and not the site access controls--govern the vzer's connections. From the
Cromp Access page, wou can also specify the membership of the gronp.

o [Tzer Info displags the access controls that govern a specified vser's connections. These are
either site access controls or the access controls for one or more groups. If & user is & member of
wultiple groups, the combined permissions of the groups apply.

Templates

IPeZchange Monitor evaluates a connection request according 10 three criteria: the TCRIP port {also
called zervice), the tdme, and the destinaton address. You must create and vse templates o specify tdme
and destination addresses.

Frohedule templates express tme intervals during which connections are permitted or denied. Address list
templates specify addresszes to which connections are permitted or dended.

Downloading from HetWare

To set access contals On & per-User or per-gronp basis, wom must enter the 1ser or gronp names into
IPeXchange Monitor. Dowmnloading the names of vsers and groups from MetWare lets you avoid fyping

them in.

Because of software limitations, you often cannot use the web browser Back or Forward
button to navigate between windows. Instead, you can use the links at the bottom of most
windows. In addition, for some windows, clicking Done takes you back to the previous

window.
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
